Introduction 

Please note that Glencore disposed of Los Quenuales and Volcan in December 2022 
and May 2024 respectively. 

Contamination around the mine 

Anemia is a national challenge, according to the National Health and Demographic 
Survey (ENDES), and is not particular to Espinar.  According to an ENDES survey from 
2024, the average rate of anemia in children under three years in Espinar was 41.9% , 
lower than both the national level (43.7%) and regional level (49.9%).  As part of national 
efforts to combat anemia, Antapaccay has implemented a program in collaboration 
with some of its contractors, local government and Indigenous communities, promoting 
dietary supplements and awareness. I enclose some further information about the 
program.   

References to changes to environmental permits 

Antapaccay has acted in accordance with applicable regulations with regard to 
obtaining environmental permits that are mandatory for every stage of the mine’s 
operation (including exploration, exploitation, construction, operation and closure 
activities).  In accordance with the legal requirements for these permits, the mine has 
identified and engaged with communities (including Indigenous communities) located 
in the area of influence of the project to explain the scope of the projects and their 
potential impacts as well as applicable controls and mitigation measures.  Evidence of 
consultation, comments and engagement have been submitted as part of the 
environmental permit application.   

The same approach has been followed in respect of the Coroccohuayco expansion in 
which the company has engaged with communities to inform them about the project. In 
respect of the land acquisition process, the operation engaged with the community 
assemblies to agree a dialogue process that respects traditional organizational 
structures. 

References to contamination, OEFA analyses and Glencore response 

In accordance with its Environmental Impact Assessment and its first amendment 
(approved in 2010 and 2019), Antapaccay has established environmental controls for 
each mining-related activity.  The effectiveness of these controls is evaluated through 
an Environmental Monitoring Plan, which includes monitoring of air quality, water 
quality (surface, groundwater and discharges), and soil quality.  All monitoring is carried 



out by laboratories accredited by the National Institute of Quality, in accordance with 
national and international protocols (eg ISO17025).  The results of the monitoring are 
reported through the digital platforms of the relevant authorities (OEFA, ANA and 
DGAAM) and are available for review upon request to relevant authorities. 

Water quality and quantity monitoring  

The surface and groundwater bodies within the project's area of influence are 
monitored, as well as two active discharge points (V-01 and V-04) –see figure 1, which 
discharge water treated at the Reverse Osmosis Plant, to the Cañipia and Salado rivers. 
The monitoring network covers 182 points reportable to the Environmental Assessment 
and Inspection Agency (OEFA), the National Water Authority (ANA) and the 
General Directorate of Mining Environmental Affairs (DGAAM) of the Ministry of Energy 
and Mines. The monitoring frequencies are weekly or monthly, and reports to the 
authorities are made quarterly.

Air quality 
Air quality is monitored within the area of influence to monitor impacts on key 
receptors as determined by Peruvian authorities. The monitoring network has 
18 points– see Figure 2, all reportable to OEFA and DGAAM. Monitoring frequencies are 
monthly or quarterly, with quarterly reports.

Soil quality 
Soil quality is monitored within the area of influence – see Figure 3 - of the operations as 
described in the EIA and its amendments. The monitoring network includes 37 soil 
points, reportable to OEFA and DGAAM. The frequency of monitoring and reporting is 
annual.

OEFA studies 

The results of the OEFA studies referenced in the case study were reviewed by several 
experts at Antapaccay’s request. Experts included environmental consultants and 
public universities specialized  in environmental and agrarian sciences and 
investigation (Universidad Peruana Cayetano Heredia and Universidad Nacional Agraria 
de la Molina). 

The reviewers identified the following important methodological deficiencies in the 
OEFA studies (ECA-Air and ECA-Water): 

 

ECA-Air 

• OEFA did not follow the National Environmental Impact Assessment System (SEIA) 
requirements, as it assessed only current environmental quality instead of 
comparing results to a baseline. Instead of using a site-specific baseline, OEFA relied 
on a control area over seven kilometers away, which does not accurately reflect 
conditions at the site. 

• OEFA did not comply with the National Air Quality Monitoring Protocol by setting 
monitoring stations within the operational affected area and by not using an 
accredited laboratory. 

• OEFA did not consider that PM10 air quality results are influenced by sources other 
than Antapaccay such as traffic on communal roads, among others. In this regard, 
the consultant, through 8 statistical models, concluded that there are other 
significant sources of contribution other than Antapaccay. 

 

ECA-Water 

• OEFA did not adequately  analyze the geological component, despite it being a 
determining factor in the environmental characteristics of the area and therefore did 
not appropriately consider the impact of site hydrothermal alternations and rock 
mineralization of the deposit and its influence on the natural condition of the site. 

• Out of 4,176 tests on water, soil, and sediment conducted by OEFA in the Tintaya–
Antapaccay mining district, only 0.62% exceeded ECA-3 standards, showing overall 
high environmental quality. OEFA’s conclusions therefore reflect a misinterpretation 
of the results. 

 
For both ECA-air and ECA-water, OEFA did not consider geology and soils as natural 
sources of heavy metals.  

 

Given these shortcomings, the reviewers found that the studies do not prove the 
existence of causality between mining activities and the presence of heavy metals in 
Espinar. 



Environmental controls at tailings storage facilities (TSFs) and clearings 

Antapaccay has two inactive TSFs: the Huinipampa and Camaccmayo tailings deposits, 
as well as an active TSF, the TSF Tintaya.  In addition, Antapaccay has three 
inactive overburden stockpiles and two active overburden stockpiles.  
  
Across tailings dams, active overburden stockpiles, and inactive overburden stockpiles, 
key controls include groundwater and surface water monitoring, water channel 
and collection ponds maintenance, and stability monitoring. 
 
• Tailings dams additionally include vegetation cover control and regular operational 

inspections. 
• Active overburden stockpiles additionally include dust control. 
• Inactive overburden stockpiles additionally include dust 

control and vegetation cover. 
 

 We are committed to the implementation of the Global Industry Standard on Tailings 
Management (GISTM) and are taking a rigorous and technically robust approach to 
measuring our conformance to each of the GISTM requirements.  

Final comments 

We trust these comments demonstrate that Antapaccay has operated in a manner 
compliant with regulation, and that the operation is committed to the responsible 
management of its social and environmental impacts.  We consider the information we 
provide to be relevant to the allegations presented in the case study and trust it will be 
reflected in its entirety.   

As stated previously on multiple occasions, we remain open to constructive dialogue 
with Oxfam and its partners in Peru, and reiterate our invitation to visit the operation.
